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Understanding Pakistan

Pakistan, though a subject of international crises for
years, is still a widely unknown actor - a potentially insta-
ble state with great cultural diversity, which at the same
time is expected to contribute towards the security in the
entire South- and Central-Asian region. In this lecture
series experts from the scientific side and from the prac-
tical experienced side of the civil society will thematically
address central questions: What role is the military play-
ing on the domestic front and in foreign policy matters?
How do democracy and culture develop? What kind of
an impact do education deficits, welfare promises and
developments in the market economy have on the eco-
nomic development of Pakistan? How do clientelism and
the traditional elites influence a dynamic modernisation?
The chances of a sustainable stabilization of Afghani-
stan and compensatory measures with India will also be
analysed. The lecture series is aimed at students, scien-
tists\researchers with an interest in democracy research,
international relations, Governance issues, culture and
economic development .

In der Ringvorlesung werden Experten aus der
Wissenschatft und der zivilgesellschaftlichen Praxis zent-
rale Fragen thematisieren: Welche Rolle spielt das Mili-
tar innen- und aullenpolitisch? Wie entwickeln sich De-
mokratie und Kultur? Wie wirken Bildungsdefizite, Wohl-
fahrtsversprechen und marktwirtschaftliche Entwicklun-
gen auf die 6konomische Entwicklung Pakistans? Wie
beeinflussen Klientelismus und traditionelle Eliten eine
dynamische Modernisierung? Analysiert werden auch
die Chancen einer nachhaltigen Stabilisierung Afghanis-
tans und eines Ausgleichs mit Indien. Die Ringvorlesung
richtet sich an Studierende, und Wissenschaftler mit
einem Interesse an Demokratieforschung, internationa-
len Beziehungen, Governance-Fragen, Kultur und éko-
nomischen Entwicklungsfragen.
